•	 health, well-being and security of a larger group of people is in danger as a result 
of a certain event

•	 people in the region affected by the crisis lack sufficient resources to solve the 
situation on their own

•	 Humanitarian aid

•	 short-term and urgent aid to save human lives in crisis and alleviate their suffering

•	 children on the photos are 6 to 18 years old
